1. Step 1: Pressing the handle release button; Step 2: Insert the handle component into the 

machine, till you hear a “Click”. 

2. Push up the water tank release button, at the same time holding the upper part of the water 

tank to remove easily. 
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3. Open the tank cover, filling with water not over than the max level, then put the cover back and 

tighten. 

4. Insert the water tank aligning with the water inlet; push the water tank to the host slowly till it 

“clicks” in place. 

 

 

 
5. Fasten the microfiber layer on the left and right buckle of the brush, press the layer till you hear 

a "click" sound. 

6. Connect the plug to the power socket, and make sure the connection is secure. 
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1. Press the “vacuum ON/OFF switch” to use the vacuum function, press again to turn off it. 

2. Select the steam volume according to the need (high or low), for first time use, the indicator 

light will flash for 17s than keep lighting, indicating that the steam function is ready, at this time, 

the steam function can be used by holding the steam button under the handle. 

3. Water appearing on the floor when using the steam-cleaning function is part of the normal 

operation of the appliance. 

Noted: 

When the water level is below the minimum water level or without water, please stop using steam 

function to prevent damage to the product. 

 

 
8. Stop the vacuum cleaner and un-plug from the socket. 

9. Rewind the power cord to the power cord hook and store it upright. 
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10. Push down the dust cup switch to release the dust cup. 

11. Open the dust cup cover to empty the dust. 
 

12. Step 1: Take the water tank out; Step 2: Take the water filter box out; Step 3: Open the air duct 

cover to ventilate the air duct if blocked. 
 

 
13. Press the left or right sides of the brush to remove the microfiber layer. The cleaning cloth can

be directly removed from the bottom of the brush. 

14. Remove the microfiber from the layer. 
 

 

 

 
1. Ensure the valve seal is always in place as shown in figure 1. 

2. Warning: Do not come in touch with the surface shown in figure 2 to avoid scalding at high 

temperature. 
 

 
3. Before using, ensure the dust cup is installed in place, and the HEPA rack and the cyclone frame 

are placed in the dust cup, and the parts are connected firmly. 

4. When cleaning the carpet, install the carpet glider to cover the brush can make cleaning easier. 
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1. When there is accumulation in the duct, it should be cleaned 

immediately. After cleaning, the duct should be dried before use. 

2. The machine should be operated with the duct cover installed. 

 
Air duct cleaning: 

After removing the water tank and the filter from the main 

machine, take out the air duct cover to unclog and clean the air 

inlet. 

 
 

 
Filter cleaning: 

Press the dust cup release button, remove the dust cup assembly 

from the main unit, remove the HEPA holder and the cyclone 

frame, wash with water and dry naturally. 

Precautions: 

1. The HEPA filter should be cleaned at least once a month. When 

there is obvious accumulation on the filter, it should be cleaned 

immediately. Dry the filter before using. 

2. The machine should be operated with the filter installed to 

ensure that the filter is not damaged and installed in place. 

Replacing and cleaning microfiber and cleaning cloth: 

Press the layer from the brush, remove the microfiber from the 

layer, wash it with water and dry it naturally. Remove the cloth from 

the floor brush and wash it with water and dry it naturally. 

Attention  

1. Mop worn or broken, should be promptly replaced. 

2. Should be used in the installation of a steam mop state, prevent 

steam scald. 

WARNING 
1. Steam must not be directed towards equipment containing electrical components, such as the 

interior of ovens. 

2. The appliance has to be unplugged after use and before carrying out user maintenance on the 

appliance. 

3. Do not use in swimming pools.
